About the Cover Image

Colored Pencils by Chad Parry

Inspiration for this image came from watching Camera Club Live on

YouTube. They presented a colored pencil photoshoot concept and |
thought it would be fun to recreate it in my own way. Since | had set up

a small studio at home while recovering from knee surgery, it gave me the
perfect chance to experiment.

For the photoshoot, | used double-sided tape along with two sticks to
hold the colored pencils in place and keep their tips perfectly aligned.
Once everything was secured, | positioned the pencils on a lab/retort
stand above a baking pan filled close to the level of the tips — careful to
ensure the liquid didn’t touch them. A softbox was placed directly above
the pencils and water and my camera was set to ISO 100, 1/200, and
1/3.5. (A complete list of materials and equipment provided below.)

| shot over 200 frames while fine-tuning the setup, and one unexpected
challenge was that if the pencil tips got wet, the pigment would start to puddle. Whenever that happened,
| had to re-sharpen the pencils and carefully reassemble everything. Getting the water level just right was
critical — you have to gently shake the pan at the moment you press the shutter to create that distorted
reflection of the colored pencils in the water.

In editing, | slightly lowered the exposure, added a bit of contrast, reduced highlights, and corrected the
vertical edges to keep the composition clean and orderly.

- Colored pencils

- Double-sided tape

- Two wooden sticks, about 1/2" x 1" x 16"

- Two lab stands (retort stands) or something similar to hold the pencils above water
- Black baking pan

- Water

While judging, it
fascinates me to see people taking common subjects and turning them into something striking, the kind of
image that would make you sit back and say “Wow."” | enjoyed critiquing other people’s work, and to this day,
camera clubs from Minnesota still ask for me to judge their salons.

A Tribute to Dr. Stephen Eugene Clayson

Wasatch Camera Club member Stephen Clayson passed away on
March 13. Stephen joined the club as an “Advanced” member in
2017 and, after a three-year break, returned in 2020 with renewed
passion — entering every competition and advancing to the
“Masters” level.

Outside of the camera club, Dr. Stephen Eugene Clayson was a
man who dedicated his life to the delicate architecture of the
human heart, yet he possessed a soul expansive enough to
embrace the furthest reaches of the cosmos through his
photography. As a pioneering cardiothoracic surgeon in Salt Lake
City, he was revered not only for his technical brilliance in life-
saving procedures but for the profound devotion he showed his
patients. His legacy as a healer is written in the restored lives of

those he treated, a testament to a career defined by "rare skill and
uncommon devotion." Whether he was performing Utah’s first
minimally invasive lung reduction or serving his faith and family, Stephen moved through the world with a
relentless curiosity and a warmth that stayed with him until the very end.

While his hands worked miracles in the operating room, his eyes found beauty in the silent wonders of
the natural world. Stephen’s transition from a family vacation photographer to a national award-winning
artist mirrored the precision of his medical practice; he traded the scalpel for a Nikon to capture
landscapes and the elusive "nightscapes" of the heavens. He spent countless hours in the stillness of the
dark, peering through his lens at nebulae and galaxies invisible to the naked eye. Through his
photography, Stephen bridged the gap between the finite and the infinite, leaving behind a visual legacy
that reminds us to look upward and find light even in the deepest shadows.

As a member of the camera club, he earned 19 first-place awards, including five in 2022, and was
honored as Photographer of the Year for the past two consecutive years. Stephen will be remembered for
his talent, dedication, and lasting contributions to the club.

When | called the refuge, a staff member recommended visiting right after the Festival to avoid the
crowds and have more space to photograph. That turned out to be wonderful advice. | also reached out
about the free daily tours, which the refuge helped me arrange. From the very first phone call, working
with the rangers and volunteers was seamless.

As a group, we had an unforgettable experience — better than | could have imagined. Bosque del Apache
delivered everything we hoped for and more.

Our multi-day adventure to Bosque del
Apache National Wildlife Refuge felt like
stepping into a living postcard. From the
moment we arrived, the light seemed to
conspire in our favor - soft, golden, and
endlessly flattering. Every sunrise painted
the marshes in warm pastels, and every
sunset wrapped the landscape in deep,
cinematic tones that made even the simplest
compositions feel extraordinary.

The refuge itself was overflowing with life.

Everywhere we turned, something moved -
cranes bugling in the distance, raptors
cruising low over the fields, ducks skimming the water, and of course, the stars of the show: the snow
geese. Their sheer numbers were staggering, a reminder of how wild and alive this place truly is.

And after long days in the field, our group dinners became their own kind of highlight. Warm meals, tired
laughter, shared images, and stories from the day — those conversations stitched the whole experience
together. It wasn't just about the photographs we captured, but the camaraderie, the inspiration, and the
joy of being surrounded by people who see the world through the same creative lens.

In the end, Bosque del Apache gave us everything we hoped for and more: unforgettable light, abundant
wildlife, breathtaking moments in the air, and the kind of shared memories that make a camera club feel

like a family.

Interclub Competition

The second round of the PSA Interclub competition closed February 15t. Final scores were recently
reported by PSA, and have been posted on the club website. As before, selection of the six photos to
be submitted to PSA was determined by evaluation and vote of several club board members.

When reviewing points and awards, please note that there are two distinct forms of Interclub
recognition: Standings, which reflect total points accumulated by clubs, and Awards, which recognize
individual round results for makers. Merit and Honorable Mention awards are based not only on point
totals but also on extensive discussions among the judges. Through a collaborative, give-and-take
process, they work together to select the strongest images. As a result, a non-award-winning image
may occasionally score the same or even higher than an award-winning image. These interclub
competitions should be considered as educational exercises which allow one to see how their image
stands among a broader population of photographers, and international judges with diverse
backgrounds. A valid criticism that | hear is the absence of specific critiques, beyond what the point
score signifies as described in the SCORING GUIDE. Adding specific critiques might be considered
too much to ask for the judges, who score these roughly 150 images on a completely voluntary basis
each round. PSA offers much for individual members, including individual competitions which can have
critiques of select images, small study groups on specific subjects, and individual portfolio reviews.

All scores and club standings are posted on the website HERE.

Interclub Results

Nature: Eighteen images from 11 makers were
submitted, the six selected photos scored from
17 to 25 points. Greg Smith was awarded an
Award of Merit for his “Hoatzins Mating”
image. This advanced us from 12th to 7th Place,
tied with a sister club in Boise.

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Photographing Festivals

Festivals offer a unique opportunity to capture images of local people participating in celebrations to
honor a specific occasion. Over the last 2 years | have been fortunate enough to attend three major
festivals around the world.

The Voodoo festival is held in Ouidah in the country of Benin, West Africa, which is the spiritual heart of
this religion. Voodoo was recognized as the official religion of Benin in 1996 and about 60% of the
country’s citizens follow this tradition. The festival is held in the middle of January and the celebration
comprises ceremonies, traditional dances and rituals. While the primary events occur in Ouidah, the
Government declares a three day national holiday so there are other celebrations held in different parts
of the country during this time period.

The Nadaam festival in Mongolia occurs in the second week of July every year and has been held
annually for over 800 years. It is the major cultural event of the year in Mongolia, celebrating the
country’s independence and heritage, initially intended to keep the participating warriors in shape. It
includes, what locals refer to as three “manly” games, which are wrestling, horse racing and archery. All
attendees enjoy local food which is predominantly meat dishes accompanied by dumplings and
fermented milk.

Holi in India celebrates the triumph of good over evil
with the victory of Vishnu over Hiranyakashipu. Itis a
celebration of joy and color coinciding with the arrival
of spring and end of winter. It is predominantly held
in the Indian sub-continent, but has now been
replicated in other parts of the world. It is an
opportunity for people to have fun, characterized by
the throwing of colored powder or water at each
other. It is celebrated on the last full moon day of
winter in the Hindu calendar, which is normally early
March, possibly late February.

Photographing any of these events is a major
challenge, with the goal of wanting to get images of
some of the participants, while also capturing the
energy and atmosphere of the festival. It is difficult to
do a lot of detailed research or preparation, as the
schedule of events is unknown, so at any given time
during the festival you must be ready to react and

| knew my potential images would range from wide angle, capturing a whole scene within the festival,
to portraits of individual participants from distance. Therefore | had two Canon R5 camera bodies, one
combined with a RF 24-70mm 2.8 lens and the other using a RF 70-200mm f2.8 lens. | had one over
each shoulder so it was possible to quickly switch to a different camera and lens configuration
depending on how the scene was changing. During this process it became apparent that Canon, in their
wisdom, decided to change the functions of each switch on the top of the R5 body between mark i and
mark ii. Therefore when you are in field, it can be confusing trying to change the settings quickly, as you
are not immediately sure of the function of each button, which is frustrating.

I normally avoid having a camera backpack carrying additional lenses or other accessories on my back
as they can be obstructive when you are in a crowd and | am always conscious of security, fearing |
could be vulnerable to possible theft from a bag carrying valuables. However, | always carry spare fully
charged batteries and extra memory cards in a zipped pocket in my clothing. The nightmare scenario
during intense shooting at a festival is to run out of either batteries or memory cards.

A festival like Holi presents some unique challenges in that participants are throwing water and powder,
which could cause significant damage to camera equipment. Therefore, we used plastic waterproof
covers over the camera and lenses, held in place by duct tape attached to the solid lens cover.

The action at these festivals is fast-paced and chaotic, impossible to predict. It is a goal to capture
candid images, including spontaneous interactions between festival participants. When considering the
different vantage points from which to shoot, one of my primary considerations is the background,
which | want to avoid being a distraction. During one dance sequence at the Voodoo festival | thought |
had captured some great images, except the background was not local people but a tour group, many
of whom were standing there with large cameras and lenses around their necks. As the festival proceeds
| will frequently move my location, simply to get a different viewpoint and lighting of the activities. | also
look for potential images of spectators, many of whom are local people who are wearing their native
costume and/or have applied face paint as part of the celebrations.

Normally for festival photography |
want a wide aperture to separate
the subject from the background,
usually between 2.8 and f4. To
freeze the motion of dancing
participants | like to shoot at
1/1000 second, or quicker if
possible. Given the changing
lighting conditions of festival
locations, | often just apply these
settings manually, then let the
camera automatically set the

required ISO. Occasionally |
Photo Credit: John Nellist deliberately set a slow shutter
speed, 1/100 second or slower, to show motion of the dancer. | almost always shoot in continuous
mode, which means | may capture many bad images, but hopefully in the middle of a sequence there
will be one shot where the dancers eye are looking at the camera and in focus.

So at the end of every day’s shooting at a festival, | had normally captured over 1,500 images. Many of
these images were terrible, so immediately deleted, but hopefully for each day there are one or two
gems. These were tiring days, a lot of fun and an opportunity to capture some really unique images.

Selling Sunglasses — Words and Image by John Nellist

It is somewhat ironic that the vast majority of the image being discussed in this newsletter’s “In Focus”
section is actually out of focus. But one of the prerequisites of street photography is creativity and thinking
out of the box.

The location of this image is the Feira da Ladra Flea Market in Lisbon, capital of Portugal. It is often said that
one man’s junk is another man’s treasure, and this flea market epitomizes this phrase. The market is held
twice weekly and stalls are erected early along multiple cobbled streets in the old part of the city. It takes
each vendor an extended period of time to unpack all their boxes to create tables of items that could interest
prospective buyers.

| meandered all the stalls and quickly concluded that almost all the items available for sale | would classify as
junk and certainly not a treasure. There was one stall of old antique cameras that interested me, but none of
them seemed uniquely rare so | just moved along through the market.

In a market environment | normally just carry one camera and attached lens, not wanting to burden myself
with a camera bag of alternative lenses that | am unlikely to use. The Canon R5 mark ii is ideal for these types
of environments. It has a quick automatic focus and it is possible to select a subject to detect (e.g. people,
animal, vehicle etc.) plus activate eye detection, so it is well suited to a situation where quickly reacting to
people is important. The attached Canon RF 24-70 mm f2.8 lens is very versatile, allowing images to be
captured of an entire market stall at a focal length of 24mm or portraits of individuals at 70mm.

So having not made any purchases it was time to take a few photographs. Some of the market stalls had a
little photographic interest with colorful or unique items, but these types of images take little thought and
can be quickly taken. Unfortunately, many of the proprietors of these market stalls seemed interesting
characters, but they were reluctant to be photographed.

One of the stalls was selling colorful sunglasses and provided a mirror for the potential customer to assess
their proposed purchase. This mirror just sat on the table awaiting the next user. | realized this mirror was
reflecting the eyes of the stall owner as she was moving along helping different customers.

For this image | wanted the face of the market stall owner to be reflected in the mirror and in focus. The
colorful sunglasses should be recognizable colorful shapes but out of focus. It was a challenge to achieve this
goal as the saleswoman was in perpetual motion helping multiple customers at any one time. The autofocus
of the camera body must detect and focus on the reflected light of the person, not all the items on the table.
There were many failed images, with the saleswoman'’s face not being reflected in the mirror or out of focus,
but finally | captured the desired photo. | then just left the stall, wandered further along in the market, as the
saleswoman continued to sell sunglasses, oblivious that she had been the subject of this image.
